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Legislature Convenes on January 9, 2008

The 100th Legislature, Second Session convened last week for
a "short" 60-day session. Bills that were not advanced or killed
in 2007 were carried over to the 2008 session. Adjournment is
tentatively scheduled for April 17. By the end of the seventh
day, 336 new bills had been introduced.

Full days of floor debate on carryover bills began on Jan. 14.
Following a recess day in recognition of Martin Luther King, Jr.
Day, committee hearings are scheduled to begin on the afternoon
of Jan. 22. All bills must have a public committee hearing. If
the committee advances the bill to the full legislature, it is
subject to three rounds of debate: General File, Select File and
Final Reading. Bills that pass are sent to Governor Heineman
for a signature or veto.

Resignation and Recall Bill Advances to Second Round

Public officials, including county officials, who resign from
office must do so in writing under LB 312. For county officials,
the resignation must be submitted to the county board or county
clerk. The bill, which was introduced last year at NACO’s
request by Sen. Ray Aguilar, was advanced to Select File on
Wednesday. Similar language was introduced in 2006 by Sen.
Vickie McDonald, who co-signed LB 312.

The bill also provides for cancellation of a recall election if
the official who is the subject of a recall petition resigns at least
sixteen days prior to the scheduled election. Under existing law,

an election must be held if the official does not resign within five
days after receiving notice of sufficient signatures on the recall
petition.

The bill stems from circumstances surrounding the recall and
subsequent resignation of the Howard County sheriff in 2005.
Although he resigned before the election was held, the county
was not able to cancel the election. Earlier that year the
Nebraska Supreme Court decided a case addressing the
submission and withdrawal of a resignation letter by a county
board member.

Ombudsman Could Investigate County and City Jail Complaints

The state ombudsman’s office would address the complaints of
inmates at correctional facilities, including county and city jails,
under LB 467. The bill, which was advanced from the first
round of debate on Thursday, would expand the role of the
Office of the Public Counsel, commonly called the ombudsman.
The office currently handles some county complaints, but is only
given specific authority to investigate complaints about state

agencies and officials. An amendment was adopted to give the
ombudsman authority to investigate complaints about any
community based mental health services provider that contracts
with any Behavioral Health Region to provide services for any
individual that was a patient of a state owned and operated
Regional Center within the prior twelve months.



Cleanup of Township Laws Advanced From First Round

A Dbill to eliminate inconsistencies in statutes relating to
discontinuance of the township form of government has been
amended into LB 269, a measure to harmonize the number of
signatures needed on petitions to create or discontinue township
government or change the number of county commissioners. LB
269, which was prioritized by Sen. Carroll Burling, and LB 348
do not eliminate the township form of government, but are

intended to address some of the questions that have arisen when
supervisor counties have investigated the option of becoming a
commissioner form of government. LB 348 clarifies procedures
for determining the number of commissioners and district
boundary lines, should voters change the form of government in
their county. LB 269 was advanced from General File this week.
